Item 1- Island Guests: (Lot Owners) are permitted a 

maximum of 2 Social Events and must be accompanied 

by a Member. The exception to this rule is the Friday 

popcorn social. 

  

Item 2- Non -Island Guests: (no Lot ownership) are not 

restricted to the number of events they may attend when 

accompanied by a Member. 

  

The focus that I would like all of you to have for the up-

coming events this year is in regard to Item 1. 

We are going to re-introduce the "sign in sheet" for all of 

the events this year. When Item 1 states that Island guests 

may only attend 2 social events it means 2 TOTAL!  

 NOT 2 PER YEAR !  

  

I and other Board members will be checking the partici-

pants of the social events (with the sign in sheet) to make 

sure they are current club members. Unfortunately we 

may have to turn some away if they are Island guests who 

have already been to 2 social events in the past. Now that 

the policy has been clarified to all, we would appreciate it 

if you would keep this policy in mind before you invite 

Island guests to social events. No one wants to be the 

policeman, but we need to enforce this rule.  

It is our sincere hope that by enforcing this policy, we 

may gain some new members and at the same time allevi-

ate the valid concerns regarding this policy.
